Members and friends of [YANW have contributed funds to our Grant Program. This program awards grants to
applicants for reimbursement of workshop expenses, [YNAUS certification expenses, or convention expenses.
Grants are awarded four times yearly. Deadlines for applying are: March 31, June 30, September 30, and
December 31.

Requirements
% Applicant must be an [YANW member in good standing.

% Applicant can only apply for events in the future. Awards will not be granted to cover the expenses of
workshops, certification assessments, or conventions in the past.

% Applicant must provide confirmation to attend workshop, certification assessment or convention at least
30 days prior to the event.

¢ Applicant must submit “Teacher’s Recommendation Form” completed by the applicant’s primary
teacher along with the application.

Application Steps

% Send your application to arrive on or before the current deadline date and at least 30 days before the
event.

Guidelines for Selection
% Dedication to the practice of Iyengar Yoga
% Availability of funds—awards will be granted up to $300
% Frequency of awards received—recipients may not reapply within two years of receiving an award

% Scholarship Committee members are not eligible for grants

Process of Selection

% Selection will be by a blind process (the committee members will not know the names / locations of
applicants).

+¢ If multiple candidates are eligible, the recipient(s) will be chosen based on financial need.

% We will notify you with our selection decision by April 15 (if you applied by the March 31 deadline),
July 15 (if you applied by the June 30 deadline) October 15 (if you applied by the September 30
deadline), or January 15 (if you applied by the December 31 deadline).

% Ifyou are selected, we will send you the funds no later than 10 days before the event.
